Spectra’s partnership with All-lowa Attack provides GreenState Family Fieldhouse as the exclusive Eastern
lowa home for the basketball academy to conduct practices and tournaments in Coralville. The Fieldhouse
will also host Coralville Parks and Recreation programs, tournaments for other sports, and camps and clinics
throughout the year. Xtream Arena & GreenState Family Fieldhouse will open August 2020. The GreenState
Family Fieldhouse is a five-court, 53,000 sq. ft. fieldhouse directly connected to Xtream Arena.
